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 Money Raising Activities at Western Iowa Tech Community College  
 
 
No activity which requires the time of students or staff to assist in promoting campaigns (financial, 
educational, charitable, or otherwise) shall be permitted, except as provided herein, or as otherwise 
authorized by the Board. 
 
Solicitation of students, instructors, or administrators for the purpose of distributing circulars, handbills, 
cards, or advertisements or making announcements or taking up contributions on the College premises 
shall be prohibited, except as approved by the President in accordance with general Board policies. 
 
Participation by students in charitable activities is considered to be a desirable part of their total 
education.  However, as a matter of basic policy, the Board authorizes the administration to determine the 
nature and extent of such activity. 
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
